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Bohemia
Discover life under a lush tree 
canopy in a community that grew 
up around the mill’s operation and 
a train stop in 1883.

Gull Point
Next, visit the Gull Point 
community where some of the 
earliest actions of American 
government took place at the first 
Florida Legislative Council inside 
Don Juan de la Rua’s home in 
1822.

Yniestra Point

Stop to smell the oranges. This 
area was once considered the most 
desirable location in all of Florida 
for orange groves. Prior to 1907, 
this was the site of the Juan Ruby 
brickyard and a train stop for the 
Pensacola and Atlantic Passenger 
Trail in 1883. 

Stony Point
Visit the spot that was once a 
plantation owned by Pensacola’s 
first and last Spanish mayor, 
Joseph Noriega.

Lora Point
The first bridge to span Escambia 
Bay in 1882 was at this very 
location. The maiden run of 
the train across the bridge was 
toasted with champagne and 
proclamations.

Skinner Mill
This site was formerly the E.F. 
Skinner Mill where fine white 
clay was extracted and shipped to 
England. Today, Skinner’s Park is a 
popular place to picnic.

Campbell Town
River Gardens subdivision was 
once Campbell Town, a French 
Protestant community under 
British Gov. Monfort Browne.

Escambia River Estuary
As your trip draws to a close, the 
towering trees open to a river of 
saw grass in the tidal wetlands 
of the bay. A flourishing sea life 
habitat, blue crab, shrimp, mullet, 
redfish and spotted sea trout are 
abundant in the wetlands.



This quaint commercial district 
invites you to stop and look 
around, where you can find 
shopping and dining. Visit Jerry’s 
Drive-In, a popular landmark 
since 1939, serving one of the best 
hamburgers in town, or Nancy’s 
Haute Affairs where you can 
order a gourmet meal to go.

Magnolia Bluffs
As you travel northward up Scenic 
Highway, catch your first glimpse of 
the spectacular views of Pensacola 
Bay from atop the bluffs.

Bay Bluffs Park

Ideal for an afternoon picnic, this 
beautiful 32-acre city park invites 
you to walk down the extensive 
boardwalk that winds through a 
shaded forest atop the giant cliffs to 
the bay below, featuring breathtaking 
panoramic views. 

Gaberonne Swamp
Start your historical tour with 
Gaberonne, an area that was part 
of the Spanish Land Grants of 
1781 and is associated with such 
famous names in Pensacola history 
as Marianna Bonifay, Charles 
LaValle and Francisco Moreno. 
Gaberonne Swamp is a wetlands 
area supporting a rich diversity of 
flora and fauna.

Old Chimney
Take a look back in time at a 
30-foot chimney, which stands as 
a monument to the timber era. 
During the Civil War, Confederate 
troops destroyed the sawmill to 
prevent it from falling into Union 
hands. M.F. Gonzalez rebuilt the 
mill using the standing chimney in 
1881.

Discover the natural wonders and 
rich history of Florida’s only natural 
bluffs, Pensacola Scenic Bluffs 
along Pensacola Bay. Travel down a 
picturesque 11-mile corridor at the 
highest point along Florida’s entire 
coastline, where you’ll find parks, local 
eateries, scenic overlooks and historic 
sites.

Bayou Texar 

Begin your journey by crossing the 
bridge over Bayou Texar, featuring 
majestic oaks, draped with Spanish 
moss and stately magnolias. The 
lovely city park on Cervantes 
Street features a marina, fishing 
and boat launch. 

Emanuel Point
An area with a colorful history, 
off shore to the southwest lies a 
shipwreck belonging to Don Tristan 
de Luna who attempted to establish 
a fortified settlement in Pensacola 
in 1559. A pontoon boat serves 
as a floating classroom for UWF 
archaeology students.
